The fourth edition of The Business Street will open Thursday, October 15th and close on Monday, October 19th.  

This edition, directed by Roberto Cicutto and coordinated by Diamara Parodi and Sylvain Auzou, is an essential part of the Festival for the film business community.

The Business Street is growing.  There has been a 15% increase in registration compared to last year’s participation. 

One of the key objectives for the 2009 edition is the base and creation of an unique European market combined with the New Cinema Network (coordinated by Lucia Milazzotto).  

In collaboration with the Berlin Market, Cindefondation-Cannes, Film London, 100autori and Atelier du Cinema Europèen, The New Cinema Network could become the venue for international productions to view and work with emerging talent. 

One of the new main events of The Business Street, is the program Italian Screenings, a day-long marathon (October 16th and 17th, at the Quattro Fontane theatre), which will premiere twenty Italian films for intentional buyers.

At the VILLA MEDICI for four evenings (from October 16th to October 19th), buyers international vendors, directors and actors will be able to meet with the talent from the Festival.

The Hotel Majestic will host the workshop Tax Shelter and Tax Credit, organized by ANICA and the Foreign Trade Institute, on Thursday the 15th.  

L’Ancine, The National Brazilian Film Commission, will follow with a workshop, Government Support For The Film Industry In Brazil, dedicated to the various government programs available to support film/filming in Brazil. 

For productions in Argentina, the CRC (Capital Region for Cinema) Co-Production Meetings, is hosting a workshop regarding the great opportunities for international co-productions. 

The Festival will host three panels: Promoting Italian Film, The Digital Revolution In The Movie Theaters, Films Of The Italian Regions.  

There will be also, a conference by the Media Consulting Group, Europe And The Middle East, a discussion about the possibilities for coproductions between European and Middle Eastern countries.

Saturday, October 17th will be a day dedicated to Europe with a variety of meetings and conferences with Media and Eurimages.

The budget of The Business Street and New Cinema network is 1,300,000 euros.  It is a production of the Fondazione Cinema per Roma and made possible through the support of MEDIA, and for the fourth consecutive year, thanks to the support of MIBAC, Lazio Region, The Rome Chamber of Commerce, The Lazio Development Agency, The Ministry of Economic Development and ICE.
